One example is the light house, since having another ship 

guided by its light at night does not prevent other ships from using its light.  What 

are other examples of non-rival goods in the real world?  Are reds cards donated 

in the experiment like this?  Why or why not?  (有㇐些商品具有「非敵對」(或譯為「共
