Course Description:
The course is divided into three parts: (1) introduction to ethics and medical ethics, (2) introduction to common ethical issues and discussion, and (3) student presentation and discussion. The students will be divided into five groups (about four students per group). Each group should choose an ethical issue in adult physical disability practice, pediatric practice, mental health practice, or clinical research. They will present and discuss the ethical issue in the class. A semester paper in relation to the ethical issue should be handed in. The semester paper should include, at least, four parts: (1) the explanation of the ethical issue, (2) related ethical codes, (3) ethical decision-making process, and (4) how to prevent and deal with the ethical issue.

Course Objectives:
1. Introduce students to ethics and bioethics 

2. Introduce students to basic core concepts of occupational therapy and the clinical thinking process

3. Raise the students’ consciousness and awareness of ethical issues in occupational therapy

4. Stimulate development of the ethical decision-making process
