Course Description
This course begins with an introduction to research methodology appropriate to occupational therapy. Students are oriented to library resources and critically review literature on an area of his/her interest. Emphasis is given to developing critical thinking and reading skills. With consent of instructor, the student may pursue empirical research under supervision of faculty. In addition to the lecture portion, students attend discussion sections in which student projects are presented and discussed. Presentation of student research projects is encouraged to facilitate scholarly dialogue. Problem-based learning (PBL) is incorporated to the discussion portion.

 

Course Objectives
Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:

1. Use basic terminology of research methodology.

2. Critically read scientific reports .

3. Utilize appropriate library resources to locate relevant information.

4. Present and critique research literature.

5. Participation in open dialogue to facilitate intellectual growth

 
Schedule of the Course
In each semester, this course begins with a lecture section that covers such topics as:

1. Introduction to scientific process and philosophy;

2. Literature searches; 

3. Research reports and the American Psychological Association style;

4. Basic research design;

5. Basic statistics;

6. Critical review of literature.

This lecture section is followed by weekly student presentations of individual research projects under supervision of course instructor and faculty with expertise in related areas.
