mFrom Fukuoka airport

Subway and Train; Fukuoka city subway is available at airport. Take a ride from Fukuoka
Airport and get off at Hakata (6min.) for transfer. From Hakata to Kitakyushu, please take JR
trains. Inbound bullet train is the fastest (16min, 2,110yen for non-reserved seat) and all
inbounds will stop at KOKURA station.

Local rapid train is more time consuming but reasonable (60min, 1,290yen). Please remind
that local express trains (Tokkyu) require extra charge and slightly faster(40min, 1,800 for
non-reserved seat).

Highway bus; buses depart from airport and run every 40-50min(1,230yen reserved seat
only). Normally takes 80 min to KOKURA station (depends on traffic) without transfer.

mFrom Kitakyushu airport

Bus; Running schedule is arranged for convenience of flight departure/ arrival. Takes
45-55min(Non-stops or multiple stops) to KOKURA station with the fare of 620yen
Taxi; plenty of taxies are available at airport and takes 40min, 7000yen.
