	1. Solid Compost 
	1. Materials:
        1. Woodchips 1/3（equal volume to naturally drained food scrap）

        2. Rice husks 1/3（equal volume to naturally drained food scrap）

        3. Uncooked Food Scrap 1/3
2. Tools: Shovel

3. Volume: At 1.5 meter tall cone shape at best.

4. Procedures:
        1. First Month: First week, turn-over the compost once each on Tuesday and Friday

        2.            Second week, turn-over compost once each on Tuesday and Friday

        3.            Third week, turn-over compost once on Wednesday

        4.            Fourth week, turn-over compost once on Wednesday

        5. Second Month: First week, turn-over the compost once on Wednesday

        6.            Second week, turn-over the compost once on Wednesday

        7.            Third week, turn-over the compost once on Wednesday

        8.            Fourth week, move compost to open area on Wednesday
        9. Third month, on the 15th of the month, turn-over compost once 

       10. Fourth month, on the 15th of the month, turn-over compost once

       11. Fifth month, on the 15th of the month, turn-over compost once

       12. Sixth month, on the 15th of the month, compost fertilizer is ready.

5. Result Standard:
Compost fertilizer is loosely packed, brownish black in color and has a scent of mud but no foul odor.

	2. Liquid Compost Fertilizer
	1. Tools:
1. Air pump (regular domestic aquarium used pumps can be used)

2. Compound bucket (naturally drained food scrap)

2. Materials: Black sugar

3. Procedures:
1. Collect liquid food waste, for every 100 Liters add 6 Kg of black sugar, mix evenly to dissolve, then use air pump to provide oxygen for cultivation. 

2. Ready to be used after 3 weeks.

3. Dilute 200:1 when in use.

4. Location of Use:
        Spray on flower garden or vegetable garden.
