5. Follow economics news. The best weekly is The Economist. The best daily is
the Wall Street Journal.

6. If you are at a research university, attend the economic research seminars at
your school about once a week.

m Clear goals (expectations and rules are
discernable).

m  Concentrating and focusing, a high degree of
concentration on a limited field of attention (a
person engaged in the activity will have the
opportunity to focus and to delve deeply Into It).

m A loss of the feeling of self-consciousness, the
merging of action and awareness.

m Distorted sense of time - our subjective experience of time
IS altered.

m Direct and immediate feedback (successes and failures in
the course of the activity are apparent, so that behavior
can be adjusted as needed).

m Balance between ability level and challenge (the activity is
neither too easy nor too difficult).

m A sense of personal control over the situation or activity.

m The activity is intrinsically rewarding, so there is an
effortlessness of action.
