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Form groups of 3. Each group is paired with another group. One group is the proposer, the other the

respondent. Each pair has 10 tokens (each worth 0.4 points). Proposers decide how many tokens to give
to Respondents. Possible proposals are 10-0, 9-1, 8-2, 7-3, 6-4, 5-5, etc. Respondents can either accept
the split, or reject so that both get nothing.
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
