[SAMPLE] Admit when you’re wrong. Even when everyone wants to keep things fair, play can sometimes get out of hand. When an animal misbehaves are accidentally Hertz’s play partner he apologizes-just like a human would. After intense bite, a bow sends the message, “sorry I’d be if you so hard-this is still play regardless of what I just did. Don’t leave; at Playfair.” for play to continue, the other individual must forgive the wrongdoing.
[EXERCISE 1] And forgiveness is almost always offered to; a understanding and tolerance are abundant during play as well as in Daly PAC life.
