Course outline：
The purpose of the course is to equip the students with the abilities of critiquing and synthesizing literature in the field. The course will be held in two semesters. The aim for the first semester is to train students how to critique literature and that for the second semester is how to synthesize literature. The focus of the first semester includes the following: introduction to the structure and function of the academic paper, literature searching strategies and the methods of critiquing. Students are required to search contemporary scientific literature in the field and critique literature in terms of methodology and its contribution to the research under the supervision of a faculty member.  Moreover, students are required to orally present his/her work and lead the discussion in the class. Afterwards, a written report needs to be handed in to his/her supervisor within a week after oral presentation.   
1. Course format：There are two parts of the course. First, there will be 8 classes on structures and function of a scientific paper and methods of literature search, and critiquing for different types of studies. Second, students are required to orally present their work in the rest of the classes. Students have to decide their supervisor and turn in the journal article in PDF format which they will critique to the teaching assistant before October 20. The articles to be critiqued will be bound and distributed to students.

Grading：
1.one-time oral presentation（30%，graded by both the supervising faculty member and the course coordinator），
2. A written report which includes the content of oral report as well as the paper critique should be turned in within a week after oral presentation.（30%，graded by both the supervising faculty member and the course coordinator），
3. Paper critiques on each of the three journal articles presented by classmates should be turned in right after the oral presentation by the critic. （30%，graded by both the supervising faculty member and the course coordinator），
4.participatipon in the class (10%）。

Guidelines of oral presentation:
1.reporting the content of the journal article and its critique；
2. 15-25minutes for each presentation，the rest of time will be used for discussion and teachers’ comment. 

3. The student’s ability of time control will be graded also. 
Guidelines for grading of oral reports:

1. Content (50%)；
2.techniques of reporting (20%)；
3.ability to lead the discussion and answer questions raised by classmates (25%)；
4. time control (5%)
Guidelines of written reports：

1.content of the journal articles and its critique with the feedbacks from classmates and the supervising faculty member；

2. the report should include introduction, method, results, discussion and critiques. The limit of word count is 2,000.
3. written in Chinese
4. Turn in tow copies of written report, one for the supervising faculty member and the other for the course coordinator。
5. Reports should be turned in within a week after the oral report. A penalty for delay is one point deduction from the course grade per day。
Guidelines for grading of written reports：1.the organization and flow of logic of the excerpt of the journal article （50%）；2. The rationale and conscientiousness of the Critique（50%）。
