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Abstract

This article examines critically Yin Shun’s criticisms on Pure Land beliefs
and practices. The theoretical bases of his criticism are examined and the
different understanding and possible responses from the Pure Land
practitioners as exemplified by Li Bingnan are provided. The differences
and similarities of the two masters are explained and reflected against the
historical background of the development of Buddhism in Taiwan
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
