2) Agree to leave Kyoto University and return to their home institution upon completion of the exchange program.

3) Have excellent academic and personal records.

4) Have a specific purpose for studying in Japan.

REQUIREMENTS

For those who take courses in Japanese:
Japanese Language Proficiency Test Level N1 or an equivalent level
Language Proficiency For those who take courses in English:
TOEFL iBT 79 (or equivalent IELTS score) or higher
*It is preferable to have simple conversation skills in Japanese for making life in Japan smoother and easier.
