Application Procedure

 Nomination:
  The student's home institution nominates an exchange applicant(s) via email with the following information.
  - Applicant's name
  - Applicant's entrance year and end date of enrollment period
  - Period of exchange

 Application:
  Applicants submit the application documents to their home institution.
  Applicants' home institution sends the application documents to Kyoto University by courier.
  *It is desirable to send us the application documents via email first before you send them out by courier.
